MUSIC & AV MINISTRY (MUSAVIT)


Procedure of music for typical Sembpres Sunday service
1. Prelude:

10 min before commencement of service: Worship team ends practice; AV team puts on mp3s/CD to play. Alternatively, pianist may play instrumentals. 

Service starts: Pastor, preacher & speaker enter sanctuary. Pianist (and musicians if applicable) play grand introit lasting less than 30 seconds.

2. Singspiration: 

Between songs: pianist should try to link songs or at least quickly start playing intro of next song. Don’t allow for long silent gaps. Singspiration leaders should not say too much, but if need be, arrange for (and practise with) pianist to starting playing music beforehand.

3. Post-Sermon Hymn of Response #1:
Refer to Order of Worship (if hymn is not from the usual “Hymns of Praise” hymnal, request score from the Church Administration Office)
4. *Holy Communion  (applicable only on 1st week Sundays or during special events) 
The Lord’s Prayer: (flip to the second page from the back of the hymnal) Sung sometimes only, check order of worship

Distribution of Bread: (refer to list of appropriate songs on next page). Choose appropriate song. Keep a lookout for the stewards. Try to time your song to end just about when the stewards return to the front. If caught in the middle of the song, try to finish off by resolving the music by returning to chord I.
Distribution of Wine: (refer to list of appropriate songs on next page). Same as above
5. Offertory: 
Instrumental: Choose appropriate song (refer to list at bottom). Same procedure as for Holy Communion. Sometimes announcements may be made during this time, please look out and in such a situation, refrain from playing
Doxology: (found inside the back cover of the hymnal) To be played once Pastor has collected the offertory bags from the stewards, and says “Let’s rise”. 

6. Closing hymn #2
Refer to Order of Worship
7. Post-Benediction Chorus: May the love of the Lord 
To be played straight after benediction. 
8. Postlude: 
Instrumental Choose appropriate song (refer to list at bottom)

List of appropriate songs
Please note that this is only a rough, and definitely not exhaustive, guide. Other than the Introit, as long as any other songs fit the theme and are of slow and calm tempo, they can be used as well. (P.S. Some songs also indicated in the singspiration Excel file, downloadable from Yahoogroups Sembslides)
